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Burlington County Coalition for Healthy Communities  COALITION BYLAWS
ARTICLE I.  Name

The name of the organization shall be the Burlington County Coalition for Healthy Communities, hereinafter referred to as the BCCHC.

ARTICLE II.  Authority

The BCCHC is an initiative funded by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration of the New Jersey Department of Human Services. The work of the BCCHC will be in accord with contract requirements of the funder and be subject to the availability of funds.

ARTICLE III.  Mission

The mission of the BCCHC is to reduce youth use of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs in Burlington County by utilizing community collaboration to facilitate environmental change.

ARTICLE IV.  Members

Section 1:
The membership will be composed of individuals representing statewide organizations and key statewide leadership whose activities are in accordance with the mission of the BCCHC., but not limited to, the 12 required sectors.
Section 2:
Members shall have the privilege to work on Standing and Ad Hoc Committees.

Section 3:
Members shall enjoy voting privileges on the BCCHC and on the Standing and Ad Hoc Committees. Each represented group sector shall have one vote.

Section 4:
On or about October 1 of each year, Ordinarily, stakeholder organizations a representative of each sector shall sign an annual statement agreeing to continue their participation in the BCCHC.

ARTICLE V.  Membership Meetings
Section 1:  Meetings

The BCCHC and/or its Standing Committees will meet a minimum of four (4) times a year.

Section 2:  Notice

Notice of each Coalition meeting shall ordinarily be given to each member no less than ten (10) working days before the meeting.

Section 3:  Quorum

The quorum of the Coalition shall be composed of a minimum of one (1) officer and four (4) members agencies. The CDc Standing and Ad Hoc Committees will not have a quorum requirement. Motions will be carried by a simple majority of members present.
ARTICLE VI.  Officers Leadership
Section 1:  Officers Grantee
The Officers representatives of the Grantee on the Coalition include: Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson/Secretary Coalition Supervisor, Fiscal Coordinator, and Coalition Coordinators.
Section 2:  Election of OfficersCoalition Chairpersons
Coalition Chairpersons shall include the Coalition Chair and the six Committee Chairs. Nominations will be received from the floor at the first meeting of the Coalition each calendar year occurring after July 1, each year. The election of the officers will be by a vote of the simple majority of those present. The terms of the officers will be one year.

Section 3:  Duties

a.   Chairperson:  The Chairperson ordinarily presides at all Coalition meetings and appoints the Chairs of all Standing and Ad Hoc Committees. The Chairperson shall have the power to call meetings of any committee at their discretion. The Chairperson is an ex-officio member of all committees.

b. 
Vice-Chairperson/Secretary:  The TEAM Youth Committee Chair will ordinarily serve in this capacity.The Vice-Chairperson/Secretary shall be responsible for the full minutes of all meetings, including a record of attendance and a record of all actions taken by the Coalition. The Vice-Chairperson/Secretary shall have such duties and possess such authority as may be delegated to the Vice-Chairperson/Secretary by the Chairperson.
ARTICLE VII.  Standing Committees
Section 1:  Number of Standing Committees

There shall be four (4) six (6) Standing Committees – Steering, Childhood Drinking, TEAM Youth, Public Relations and Media, Implementation, Strategic Planning Framework, and Public Policy. The Chairpersons of these Standing Committees shall be members of the Coalition.

Section 2:  Membership on Committees

The Chairpersons of Standing and Ad Hoc Committees shall be Coalition members. Non-Coalition members may be included on committees at the discretion of the committee Chairperson. The Chairperson of each committee shall select its membership.

Section 3:  Committees

All committees serve in an advisory capacity to the organization and the activities and recommendations of the committees are subject to organization approval. 

Section 4:  The Steering Committee

The Steering Committee shall provide recommendations regarding the activities of the Coalition to the membership for its approval.

Section 5:  The Childhood Drinking Committee TEAM Youth Committee
The Childhood Drinking Committee shall provide recommendations regarding the activities of the CDc to the membership for its approval.  These activities shall be coordinated with the NJ Childhood Drinking Coalition initiatives. The TEAM Youth Committee will provide recommendations regarding the TEAM Youth Group to the membership for its approval.
Section 6:  The Public Relations and Media Committee 

The Public Relations and Media Committee shall coordinate a media/communications plan to spread the message about the projects and issues of the Coalition.
Section 7: Implementation Committee

The Implementation Committee will implement, monitor, and make recommendations to the Coalition to modify the Action Plan as needed.
Section 8: Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) Committee

The Strategic Prevention Framework Committee will ensure that the SPF is implemented by the Coalition in a manner that maintains fidelity to the model and is in accord with the principles of cultural competency.  The Committee will recommend training modules on the SPF to the Coalition.
Section 9:  The Public Policy Committee

The Public Policy Committee shall educate and engage policy makers on the problems associated with childhood drinking and recommend solutions. The Coalition will not advocate for or against specific legislation or regulations.

Section 10:  The Community Partnerships for a Tobacco Free NJ and REBEL Committees

The Community Partnerships for a Tobacco Free NJ and REBEL Committees shall provide recommendations regarding the activities of the CDc to the membership for its approval.  These activities shall be coordinated with the NJ Community Partnerships for a Tobacco Free NJ and REBEL initiatives.
Section 11:  The Family Day and Red Ribbon Day Committees

The Family Day and Red Ribbon Day Committees shall provide recommendations regarding the activities of the CDc to the membership for its approval.  These activities shall be coordinated with the National Red Ribbon Day initiatives and the CASA Family Day initiatives. 

ARTICLE VIII.  Amendments to the Bylaws

Section 1:  Amendments

These Bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members present at any regular meeting (See Article V, 
Section 3) provided that two (2) weeks written notice of such proposed change is sent to each member.
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
